YOUR WASTE, YOUR SAY
Residents invited to help decide how and where to deal with North London’s waste
Councils in Barnet, Camden, Enfield, Hackney, Haringey, Islington and Waltham Forest are currently developing a plan to deal with North London’s waste up to 2020. 

In North London alone, enough waste is collected, transported and managed every year to fill the Emirates football stadium, top to bottom, twice over. Dealing with this waste requires a whole range of facilities that could have both positive and negative impacts.

The need for these facilities is growing. Currently, much of North London’s waste goes to landfill sites outside London but according to Cllr Terence Neville, Enfield’s cabinet member for Environment and Street Scene and Chairman of the North London Waste Plan Planning Members Group, this can’t continue: “We all need to take more responsibility for the waste we produce. This will mean managing, recycling and processing more of our waste locally. This is a big challenge for all of us, especially for the manufacturing industry, who need to grasp the nettle and stop producing too much packaging.”

The North London Waste Plan will ensure that appropriate sites are identified for the wide range of waste facilities needed to manage waste produced in North London. The Plan is in the early stages of preparation but some key issues and different policy options have been identified. Local people will get the chance to find out more about the Plan, and give their views at this early stage through a series of workshops which will be held in January and February 2008 in each of the seven North London boroughs:

Notes to editors:

1.  

The North London Waste Plan is being prepared jointly by the London Borough’s of Barnet, Camden, Enfield, Hackney, Haringey, Islington and Waltham Forest. The Plan will be a statutory document, formally adopted by each of the boroughs and forming part of their Local Development Frameworks.
2.

The seven North London boroughs have employed consultants Mouchel Parkman and CAG Consultants to help them develop the plan, consider all the issues and options, carry out sustainability appraisal and make sure that local people have their say.

3.

The London Plan has set a target for London to be 80 per cent self-sufficient in municipal waste by 2020 (85 per cent self-sufficient in all waste). To meet this challenge, the Greater London Authority estimate that 328 hectares additional land is required for waste management purposes in London between 2005-2020 (215 hectares of this is additional capacity not currently in waste use). The majority of this provision is anticipated to come from existing industrial land. 
4.

The seven London Boroughs are consulting people about the North London Waste Plan. Public exhibitions were held in each of the seven boroughs in June 2007, and further public consultation on the preferred options for the Plan, and for waste sites in North London will take place in early 2009. The final Plan will be examined by a planning inspector in 2010.
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
