RE: Camden LDF — North London Waste Plan and HRA Assessment

Thank you for your letter which we received on 19 October 2009, requesting Natural
England’s views on the North London Waste Plan and associated documents. We have the
following comments:

NLWP

We have previously raised concerns about the proposed sites in the NLWP. These were
sent to Hannah Walker of Arup on 17 August 2009 and remain valid:

“As you are aware, this site is located within two SINCs — the Former Friern Barnet STW
and Holickwood Park Sites of Borough Importance. We have concerns that these SINCs
have been chosen as a potential suitable location for the development of a waste treatment
facility. We would therefore expect the planning application to set out details of alternatives
considered and reasons why these have not been chosen.

If this site is to be developed we would expect the planning application to contain detailed
information on how any adverse effects will be avoided and, if avoidance is not possible,
mitigated. If avoidance and mitigation are not possible suitable compensation will need to
be sought and details of any compensation included in the planning application.”

HRA
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| have consulted a colleague who is responsible for Epping Forest SAC and we have the
following comments. These relate to specific aspects of the report, although we are of the
opinion that the overall conclusions are unlikely to significantly change as a result.

Table 5.1

Epping Forest

e Dry heath and wet heath are two separate features which they appear to have combined
into one.

e Under ‘Current Condition & Threats’, re-pollarding and re-introduction of grazing will help
the veteran trees and heath land, and may even slightly help the epiphytes; but the key
factor for the epiphytes is air quality.

e Under ‘Current Condition & Threats’, it needs to include a reference to nitrogen
deposition and acid deposition, as these are probably worse threats than air quality per
se (see comments on paragraph 7.2).

e Under ‘Current Condition & Threats’, it probably also ought to include a reference to
increased susceptibility of the trees to pests and diseases (e.g. Phytophthora spp) as a
result of exposure to airborne pollutants, nitrogen deposition and acid deposition.

e Under ‘Key Ecosystem Factors’ it should refer to ‘Natural processes’ (not ‘national’).

e Why is there no reference to heathland issues under ‘Key Ecosystem Factors’?

Lee Valley

e There are four component SSSIs which include Amwell Quarry SSSI and Rye Meads
SSSI. Waltham Abbey SSSI, Chingford Reservoirs SSSI, and Walthamstow Marshes
SSSI are not included in the SPA/Ramsar.

Paragraph 7.2

Epping Forest

¢ Nitrogen deposition and acid deposition are bigger threats than the atmospheric
concentration of NOx, but are not currently mentioned. Furthermore, almost everything
is threatened, not just the epiphytic bryophytes (e.g. N deposition is changing the
woodland ground flora and the heathland flora; N and acid deposition are harming the
mycorrhizal fungi and thus weakening the trees; acid deposition is mobilising toxic
aluminium ions in the soil and thus killing tree roots.)

Wormley-Hoddesdonpark Woods

e The report states that this SAC is ‘likely to not be vulnerable to the NLWP policies, on
account of the qualification features of the sites being less susceptible to direct aerial
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toxicity’. On the contrary, oak/hornbeam woodland is generally considered to be much
more susceptible than water bodies. Furthermore, the key issues are nitrogen deposition
and acid deposition, rather than direct toxicity.

Epping Forest
e |tis probably worth noting that, over short distances from a source (less than 1km),

ammonia is also a significant threat in terms of its contribution to nitrogen deposition and
acid deposition.
