YOUR WASTE, YOUR SAY
Residents invited to help decide the future of North London’s waste
Councils in Barnet, Camden, Enfield, Hackney, Haringey, Islington and Waltham Forest are currently identifying sites to deal with North London’s waste up to 2020. 

North London local authorities collect nearly 1 million tonnes of rubbish a year, from all homes and some businesses in their area. This is called municipal waste and is equivalent to more than 1 tonne per household. Businesses, building sites, hospitals and other facilities generate approximately 3 million tonnes more waste which also has to be dealt with.

Currently, much of North London’s waste goes to landfill sites outside of London, but, according to Cllr Terence Neville, Chair of the Planning Members Group for the North London Waste Plan, this can’t continue: “We all need to reduce the amount of waste that we produce, increase recycling and find more uses for the waste we produce. The North London Waste Plan will ensure that we find the best uses for North London’s waste, and identify the most feasible and sustainable sites for waste management in our area up to 2020”.

The North London Waste Plan is in the early stages of preparation. Local people will get the chance to find out more about the Plan, and give their views at this early stage through a series of exhibitions which will be held in July in each of the seven boroughs:

· Brent Cross Shopping Centre (Ground Level outside M&S), Tuesday 26 June, 10am-8pm

· Palace Gardens Shopping Centre, Enfield Town, Friday 29 June, 10am-6pm

· O2 Centre, Finchley Road, Tuesday 3 July, 10am-8pm

· N1 Islington, Wednesday 4 July, 10am-7pm

· The Mall Wood Green, Thursday 5 July, 10am-6.30pm

· Kingsland Shopping Centre, Dalston, Tuesday 17 July, 8.45am-8pm 

· The Mall Walthamstow, Wednesday 18 July, 9.30am-5.30pm

Notes to editors:

The North London Waste Plan is officially known as the North London Joint Waste Development Plan Document. It is being prepared jointly by the London Borough’s of Barnet, Camden, Enfield, Hackney, Haringey, Islington and Waltham Forest. The Plan will be a statutory document, formally adopted by each of the boroughs and forming part of their Local Development Frameworks.

The seven North London boroughs have employed consultants Mouchel Parkman and CAG Consultants to help them develop the plan, consider all the issues and options, carry out sustainability appraisal and make sure that local people have their say.

The London Plan has set a target for London to be 80 per cent self-sufficient in municipal waste by 2020 (85 per cent self-sufficient in all waste). To meet this challenge, the Greater London Authority estimate that 328 hectares additional land is required for waste management purposes in London between 2005-2020 (215 hectares of this is additional capacity not currently in waste use). The majority of this provision is anticipated to come from existing industrial land.

The seven London Boroughs are consulting people about the North London Waste Plan. Following the initial exhibitions, further events will be held in late 2007/early 2008 to allow people to give their views on the issues and options. Further public consultation on the preferred options for the Plan, and for waste sites in North London will take place in early 2009. The final Plan will be examined by a planning inspector in 2010.
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
